Agenda item B.1.i  
Project Proposal: Productivity Improvement in the Jute Industry 


The Committee noted the status and expressed satisfaction on the successful completion of the project and suggested that feed back information on the benefits derived or achieved from the workshop may be collected from all participants of the workshop.

The Committee referred to the suggestions made by the delegates in the Third COP meeting: “The delegate of Bangladesh informed that the consumers wanted to have standards for Jute Diversified Products (JDPs), without which the marketing of JDPs were affected. The delegate of India suggested that the Secretariat may collect a list of products that do not have any standards and/or a list of standards need to be modified.”


It was decided that these lists will be collected and compiled and put up in the next COP meeting.

Agenda item B.4
General Discussion


Concern was expressed about delays in getting project approvals from donors and the situation arising from such delays. It was clarified that donor agencies have their priorities and it is necessary to submit a shelf of  projects to the donor agencies particularly to the Common Fund for Commodities (CFC) to get at least some projects sanctioned. Since the time involved in preparing detailed project documents is considerable, it was decided that outlines of the project proposals may be submitted by member Governments and such proposals will be prioritised by the COP based on an evaluation of the contribution the project is likely to make to the overall improvement of the jute sector and the possible chances of obtaining funds. Based on this prioritization, projects will be further developed by the IJSG Secretariat in consultation with the proposing institutions. Projects for which funding could not be tied up within one year shall be reviewed by the COP and the concerned institution will also be informed of the status.

Project Proposal: Jute Market Promotion in Japan – A new three year programme (2003/2004 – 2004/2005 – 2005/2006)

The Committee noted the position of the project. It was suggested that efforts to get funds from Japan may be continued.
