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REPORT OF THE FIFTH MEETING OF THE PRIVATE SECTOR CONSULTATIVE BOARD (PSCB) OF THE INTERNATIONAL JUTE STUDY GROUP (IJSG)

A.
Opening of the meeting

1. The Fifth meeting of the Private Sector Consultative Board (PSCB) of the International Jute Study Group (IJSG) was held in the Williamson Magor hall of the Bengal Chamber of Commerce and Industry (BCCI), Kolkata on 8 March 2006. Mr. Md. Siddiqur Rahman, Consultant (Operations) welcomed the Secretary General of IJSG and the delegates to the meeting. He thanked Mr. Sanjay Kajaria, Vice- Chairman, PSCB and Mr. D.P. Saha, IJMA for providing logistic support in successfully organising the meeting.  A list of the participants is placed at Annex-I.

A.I
Adoption of Agenda

2. The PSCB adopted the provisional agenda for the Fifth meeting as contained in Document CB (V)/1 and reproduced in Annex-II. A list of Associate Members as on 22 February 2006 is given at Annex-III. An updated list of documents pertaining to the agenda is given at Annex-IV.

A.2
Statement by the Secretary General of IJSG
3. The Secretary General of IJSG welcomed the delegates to the Fifth meeting of the PSCB and thanked the organisers of the meeting, especially Mr. Sanjay Kajaria, Vice- Chairman of the PSCB for his contribution in holding this meeting in Kolkata. He expressed his happiness to see the delegates from Pakistan, Nepal, Bangladesh and India and observed that this indicated their commitment for the development and growth of global jute sector. He highlighted the role of PSCB and opined that PSCB is very important as it provides direct linkage with the industry and an opportunity for experts, technologists and the stakeholders of the industry to discuss problems faced by the industry. He expressed his hope that there is scope of diverse applications of traditional products and also for the development of a wide range jute diversified products.
4. The Secretary General expressed his hope that the PSCB would discuss various important    issues and would come up with appropriate recommendations for the overall development of the jute sector. He also pointed out that private sector could play a major role in the upliftment of jute sector. 
5. He pointed out that although the PSCB has an advisory role, it can make certain efforts in market promotion of jute products and in increasing cooperation between the manufacturers and the consumers. He further opined that PSCB can contribute in formulating marketing strategies, management policies and in addressing environmental issues.
6. He remarked that IJSG wants to strengthen the PSCB and the secretariat has, therefore, invited some non-member organisations/associations to attend this meeting in an attempt to convince/encourage them to become Associate Member of IJSG.

7. He informed the meeting that an International Year of Natural Fibres is likely to be observed in 2009 once the next UN General Assembly approves the proposal forwarded by FAO to this effect. He emphasized that PSCB can play a very pivotal role in various activities related to the observance of the International Year of Natural Fibres 2009. He mentioned that in this regard discussion / preparatory meetings are being organised by Food and Agriculture Organisation (FAO) with different International Commodity Bodies to draw up an appropriate action plan. He expressed his hope that this would be able to project positive and eco-friendly attributes of Natural Fibres for wider acceptance by the masses, motivate the world community to use more Natural Fibre products. 
8. The Secretary General then informed the meeting about the completion of the Road Map project and expressed his hope that the recommendations suggested in the report would provide directions and guidelines for future activities to be carried out for the growth of jute sector. 
9. He then referred to the on- going projects undertaken by the Secretariat especially the projects entitled (i) Small Scale Entrepreneurship Development in Diversified Jute Products and (ii) Jute Reinforced Polyolefines and expressed his hope that successful implementation of these projects would provide opportunities for producing useful diversified jute products and a larger section of people would be benefited. This would also provide a chance for development of large number of small entrepreneurs in the jute sector.
10. The Secretary General mentioned that IJSG is making attempt to address various problems like disposal of jute products, lack of low cost retting technology, dearth of modern machinery, etc. He expressed his hope that IJSG would get support and cooperation from all in appropriately addressing the problems faced by the jute sector.
11. The Secretary General underscored the necessity for increasing the number of Members of IJSG and he informed the meeting about various steps taken by the secretariat in this regard. He referred to the last Productivity Workshop jointly organised by the IJSG and PJMA in Lahore, Pakistan where the Government of Pakistan announced its intention to join IJSG as a Member. He further informed the meeting that the IJSG secretariat is making contacts with the former IJO Member countries especially Nepal, Myanmar, Norway, etc. to convince them to become Members of the IJSG.
A.3
Statement by the Vice Chairman of the Private Sector Consultative Board of IJSG

12. Mr. Sanjay Kajaria, Vice- Chairman of PSCB extended a warm welcome to the Secretary General, the Chairman and all the delegates. He thanked the Chairman and the IJSG Secretariat for holding this meeting in Kolkata.
13. He referred to the recommendations of the Road Map workshop and suggested that the implementation of the recommendations are very much necessary for finding solutions to the existing problems of the industry and for promotion of jute and jute products in the world market. In this regard, he suggested that discussions with the respective governments may be held to address the problems correctly.
14. He hoped that the meeting would discuss relevant issues and come up with appropriate recommendations.
Statement by the Chairman of the Private Sector Consultative Board of IJSG
15. Mr. Muhammad Shams-ul Haque, Chairman of the PSCB welcomed the Secretary General of IJSG and all the delegates to the 5th meeting of PSCB. He referred to the various events that has taken place since the last meeting, highlighting the importance on increasing the number of Associate Members.
16. The Chairman pointed out some important issues like production and distribution of improved jute seeds, necessity of continued R&D efforts by all jute producing countries to improve the quality of fibre, necessity for adopting modern technology in the jute sector for over all improvement of productivity and taking up of market promotion programme for jute products globally etc. He also emphasized the importance of the growth of technical textiles as well as geo-textiles. 
17. He referred to the agenda of the meeting and expressed his confidence that the delegates would make elaborate discussions on the issues and make thoughtful and fruitful contribution towards framing agreed recommendations. He reiterated that the IJSG will have to play a pivotal role in promoting the cause of jute globally. He specifically mentioned the following four major areas where IJSG may focus its attention:

a) IJSG may spear-head the global campaign in favour of jute and jute goods for the protection of the global environment since jute is a natural, biodegradable and environmental friendly fibre. 
b) IJSG may take the lead through WTO and other allied bodies in arranging for easy and smooth access for jute and jute goods to the global market.
c) IJSG may also play an important role in promoting Research and Development in the Jute producing countries as coordinator and facilitator for exchanging scientific and technological knowledge amongst the jute producing countries.
d) IJSG may also play an important role in the field of diversification of Jute products by making available new development and ideas amongst the Jute producing countries.
18. He emphasized the necessity of trained manpower in the jute sector for increasing the productivity, efficiency and improvement of quality of products. For this purpose he suggested setting up of Training Institute where mid-level officers, technical staff and other employees could be trained.
19. He expressed his sincere thanks to Mr. Sanjay Kajaria, the Vice Chairman of the PSCB for all his support and co-operation.
20. He specially thanked Mr. Md. Siddiqur Rahman, Consultant (Operations), Dr. Latifa Binte Lutfar, Operations Officer and others of the IJSG Secretariat who had extended sincere help and co-operation during the tenure of Chairman, PSCB without which the job of PSCB could not be possible.

A.4
Report on Associate Membership of IJSG
21. The IJSG Secretariat presented a report on the status of Associate Membership of IJSG as on 22nd February 2006 and informed the meeting that 4 (four) new Associate Members have joined IJSG.

22. The IJSG Secretariat informed the meeting that Bangladesh Jute Mills Association (BJMA) in a communication to IJSG Secretariat has informed that the BJMA would remain associated with the IJSG.
23. The delegate of Jute Spinners Ltd. suggested that invitation letters to potential countries for becoming Members of IJSG may highlight the benefits of becoming members of IJSG and that the whole world would be benefited by supporting an organization dealing with a commodity which is biodegradable and environment friendly
24. The Chairman informed the meeting that the IJSG Secretariat has sent invitation letters to different Associations and Organisations of Europe, India, etc. to join IJSG as Associate Members
25. Vice- chairman of PSCB requested IJMA to take the initiative to increase the number of Associate Members of the IJSG.
26. The Private Sector Consultative Board (PSCB) reviewed/noted the status of the Associate Members of IJSG and decided that the number of members of the PSCB should be increased to get all exporters, importers, traders, marketers, manufacturers together to make the Board  more effective. The Board also decided that the Chairman/ Vice-Chairman of the Board may appeal to all prospective Associate Members, particularly in consuming countries to join as Associate Members (Agenda item A.4).

27. The PSCB noted the position of the Associate Members who have not yet renewed their Associate Membership. The PSCB decided to request them to renew their Associate Membership by June 2006. (Agenda item A.4). 

A.5
Financial Status of Associate Members’ Contribution
28. The PSCB noted the financial statement of Associate Members’ contribution as given at Annex-3 of Document CB (V)/1.
29. The IJSG Secretariat informed the meeting that the PSCB fund is remaining unspent and some appropriate programme may be taken up  to utilise this fund.
B.
Review and discussions on new ideas and recommendations made in the Fifth meeting of the PSCB

a)
The feasibility/desirability of setting up Common Standards and Specifications for different Jute products 

30. The delegate of Indian Jute Mills Association (IJMA) pointed out that Bangladesh Statistics about production and export of raw jute is not available in time. 

31. In this context the IJSG Secretariat informed the meeting that statistics of export of raw jute can be obtained from the Bangladesh Jute Association (BJA). Bangladesh Jute Spinners Association (BJSA) publishes a quarterly which contains various statistics like export of raw jute and jute products from Bangladesh. Some statistics can also be obtained from Export Promotion Bureau of Bangladesh. The IJSG Secretariat prepares a brief report entitled “Jute Situation” where world production of jute and allied fibres and some country wise statistics are also provided.
32. The delegate of PJMA spoke about the necessity of raw jute standards and observed that there is no proper method of classification of raw jute and as a result the importers sometimes do not get the exact grade of fibre they need. He mentioned that something needs to be done to ensure that the importers get the fibre of required grade as per contract. He suggested that raw jute fibres may be graded by determining the fineness of jute fibres by Micronnaire.
33. The delegate of BJA mentioned that there are already accepted standards for raw jute
34. The Secretariat informed the meeting that Micronnaire is commonly used in cotton system but it can also be used for jute. With this instrument only fineness of fibres can be determined which is not sufficient for grading of jute. Strength, colour, lustre, presence of specks are also important factors that are taken into account in grading of jute fibres. Grading of jute is done by experienced assorters and is not always possible to assort jute with full accuracy which leaves the probability, to a certain extent, of overlapping of adjacent grades. Scientific grading of jute is also possible but whether it is practically feasible has not been tried at the field level because it will involve extra cost for the importers and consumers. However the exporters and importers may decide on the issue.   
35. The delegate of Lagan Jute Machinery Co. Ltd.
opined that grading of jute is a very difficult task and is done by experienced people. Although there exists the probability of putting lower grade fibre into higher grade and vice versa the present system works and is accepted by people. 
36. The delegate of IJMA opined that there is variation of grades of jute in Bangladesh and India which causes problems and Indian jute industry needs to import uncut jute in small bales. He further said that in a pucca bale the strength of fibres becomes lower at the folds when there is higher moisture.

37. The vice-chairman of PSCB suggested that all jute growing countries may have a common system and attempt may be made to harmonize all the available standards/grading system existing in different jute growing countries

38. The delegate of PJMA suggested that Pakistan is ready to pay a premium if a testing facility is established to determine the actual grade of raw jute.
39. The Chairman of PSCB suggested that this is a highly technical matter and for this a technical committee may be formed to prepare a proper report on the basis of which necessary action may be taken.

40. The Committee noted the comments of the delegates and recommended that attempt may be made to harmonize all the raw jute standards existing in different jute producing countries.
b)
Cooperation with buyers'/consumers' organisation  

41. The IJSG secretariat informed the meeting that a committee was formed with IJMA as the convenor to prepare a report on the issue and submit it to the IJSG Secretariat. 
42. The delegate of IJMA informed that not much progress has been made in this regard but will try to submit a report in a month. 
43. The Committee noted the comments of the delegates. Mr. S.K. Bhattacharya, Executive Vice-Chairman of IJMA informed the meeting that his office will submit the report within a month.

c)
Report on information collected by the PSCB Secretariat from concerned Associations and R&D Institutions of different studies including technologies developed by R&D Institutions on jute and jute goods and related matters

44. The IJSG Secretariat informed the meeting that it has organised a 3 day Workshop in Nepal on the Promotion of Jute and Jute Derivatives and a 2 day Workshop in Pakistan on the Productivity Improvement in the Jute Industry. The workshops were attended by delegates from the industry, Government organisations, trade bodies and technical papers were presented by the Resource persons from Bangladesh and India.
45.
The Committee noted with satisfaction the successful holding of Workshops in Nepal and Pakistan.
d)
Report on steps for compilation of a database on tariff and non tariff barriers on Jute
             and jute products
46.
The delegate of JDPC suggested that the issue may be referred to the respective Governments. The business community may provide information in this regard. He further pointed out that there is a Para-tariff barrier like imposition of requirement of plant quarantine certificate which acts as a major barrier to exports. He opined that compilation of various tariff, non-tariff and Para-tariff barriers may be done so that the secretariat can take up with  concerned government for withdrawal of these barriers for promotion of jute products globally.
47.
The Committee noted the comments of the delegates and requested all Associate members to submit information in this regard to IJSG for compilation. 

e)  Strategy for promotion of marketing of technical textiles including jute geo-textiles

48. The IJSG Secretariat is pursuing a project on Development and Application of Potentially Important Jute Geo-textiles and also informed that IJSG Secretariat has received a proposal from JDPC to hold a Seminar on Jute geo-textiles.

49. The delegate of IJT informed the meeting that Jute geo-textiles are being applied in various roads in India and it will take sometimes to know the results of these Jute geo-textiles applications. He suggested that IJSG may become a member of the International Synthetic Geo-textiles Association so as to have access to a lot of geo-textile related information.
50. The delegate of Lagan Jute Machinery Co. Ltd. suggested that a Technical Committee may be formed to look into various technical problems relating to jute and jute industry and to find out ways to resolve them.

51. The delegate of IJMA pointed out that there is sufficient information on Jute geo-textiles. He suggested to wait and see the results of the Indian Jute Geo-textile project.
52. The Committee suggested that IJSG may become a member of the International Synthetic Geo-textiles Association.
53. The Committee further suggested to form a Technical Committee under PSCB to make attempt to address various technical problems relating to jute and jute industry.

f)
Improvement of processing machinery

54. The IJSG Secretariat informed the meeting that a Sub-Committee was formed with Mr. T.K. Roy of IJIRA as the Convenor to prepare a report on the review of past works and available technologies of other fibres that may be adopted in the jute industry. But no progress has been made in this regard.
55. The Vice Chairman of PSCB observed that IJIRA has to perform its own activities and it may not be worthwhile to request IJIRA to perform extra activities which may be a kind of burden on them. In these circumstances someone else may be given the responsibility of this task. He suggested that Mr. Humayun Mazhar, Chairman, PJMA may be given the responsibility to act as the Chairman of the Technical Committee.  
56. The PSCB decided to form a Committee headed by Mr. Humayun Mazhar, Chairman, Pakistan Jute Mills Association to look into various aspects of existing technologies and adoption of modern technologies prevailing in other natural fibre industries. He may co-opt appropriate members in the Committee.
g)
Common HS Codes for jute and jute products

57. The IJSG Secretariat informed the meeting that the IJSG Secretariat has finalised the report on Common HS Codes of jute and jute products including product descriptions. 
58. The Committee noted with satisfaction the completion of the project. The Committee suggested that IJSG may send copies to importing/consuming countries and it may be updated from time to time.
h) Overall strategy for the jute sector including setting up of a Training Institute for jute
59. The Chairman of PSCB observed that there is dearth of trained manpower in the jute industry and the industry has failed to attract young educated people. He emphasised that a training institute may be set up to train people of different categories. A comprehensive HRD programme needs to be undertaken.
60. The delegate of Gem Jute Limited opined that improvement of working condition, accommodation and setting up of a school for the children of workers would act as incentives for the employees of jute mills. One Institute of Jute Technology may be set up to train front level/mid-level managers, supervisors and workers of Bangladesh, India and Pakistan.
61. The delegate of IJT informed the meeting that IJT provides training to various categories of students in different disciplines of jute technology.
62. The delegate of PJMA said that actually Pakistan faces a different type of problems. In Pakistan all supervisors and management staff are aged and there are no suitable candidates to replace them. Pakistan is interested in short courses and would like to have trained people in jute industry.
63. The Committee noted the comments of the delegates and decided to request the concerned Governments of the Jute producing countries to take necessary action in setting up suitable training centres for HRD.

C.
Consideration of New Activities
a)
To organise a Seminar on promotional activities and current issues including disposal protocol for jute products.

64. The delegate of JDPC suggested that a seminar may be organised in a tobacco producing country to find out, ascertain and address the reported problems faced by the tobacco growers in packing tobacco in Hessian cloth & disposal thereof.
65. The delegate of IJMA proposed that Mr Sanjay Kajaria may be given the responsibility to review the matter and suggest appropriate measures in this regard.
66.
The delegate of IJMA said that Turkey has been a large consumer of jute packaging for cotton but now has reduced its consumption to a great extent. The IJSG Secretariat may address the problem.

67.
The delegate of IJT remarked that it is necessary to be pro-active and address these issues to retain the market.
68.
The delegate of PJMA said that Pakistan has banned jute packaging for cotton due to the stitching problem and cotton fibres get entangled & mixed with cotton. This cause a problem during dyeing and for this reason jute bag is replaced by polypropylene (PP)/cotton bag to avoid contamination.
69.
The delegate of Jute Spinners Ltd said that these issues should be handled technically and be given utmost priority.

70.
The Chairman of PSCB remarked that jute is loosing market because of technical reasons.
71.
The delegate of JMDC informed the meeting that Government of India has taken initiative to conduct a study on Life Cycle Analysis alongwith disposal protocol.

72.
The PSCB noted the comments of the delegates and decided to form a Committee under the Chairmanship of Mr. Sanjay Kajaria to review the subject and to direct necessary steps to protect the interest of jute. He can co-opt other resource persons in the Committee as members.
b) Standard Jute Contract
73.
The IJSG secretariat introduced the issue contained in Document CB (V)/3 and invited comments from the delegates.
74.
The delegate of PJMA said that as jute products market is shrinking the issue may be discussed to find out an acceptable solution.
75.
The delegate of IJMA commented that the points raised by Euro jute may be discussed and Euro jute may be requested to provide information about the arbitration problems they are facing.

76.
The delegate of Gem jute ltd. opined that normally Arbitration is done in the country of origin. If arbitration is to be held in London then it would cost a lot of money and for small traders it may not be possible to go to London to defend their cases.
77.
The delegate of JDPC reiterated the same opinion and further pointed out that it is a matter of buyer and seller and they can settle amicably any dispute to stay the course.  He also pointed out that present contract is accepted by all stakeholders and it is working well. However, Euro jute may be requested to provide specific cases of non compliance of contract.

78.
The Committee noted the comments of the delegates and desired that the prevailing system may continue. Meanwhile Eurojute may be requested to send specific cases that led to the issue
D.
Other business
E.
Consideration of recommendations to be submitted to the Council of IJSG
79.
The PSCB recommended to the Council to increase the number of Vice Chairman from two to three.
F.
Election of Chairman and Vice-Chairman for the year 2004/2005
80.
The Members of PSCB unanimously elected Mr. Sanjay Kajaria, India, as Chairman and Mr. Denis Kalomeni and Mr Humayun Mazhar, Pakistan as Vice Chairmen of PSCB for the Jute year 2006-07 (Agenda item E). 

81.
Mr. Md. Faizur Rahman Chowdhury has been elected as the Third Vice Chairman subject to approval of the post by the Council.

G.
Dates of the Sixth meeting of the PSCB
82.
The PSCB authorised the Chairman to fix the date of the Sixth meeting of the PSCB in next six month in consultation with Vice-Chairmen and the Secretary General of IJSG (Agenda item F).
H.
Adoption of the record of recommendations/decisions of the Fifth meeting of the PSCB
83.
The PSCB authorised Mr. S. Palit, Mr Fazlul Huq Bhuiyan and Dr. Latifa Binte Lutfar to finalise the record of the recommendations/decisions of the Fifth meeting of the PSCB which will be circulated at the Seventh Session of the Council of IJSG scheduled to be held on 24-25 April 2006 (Agenda item G). The record of recommendations/decisions of the Fifth meeting of the PSCB is provided in Annex-V of the document.
